Please answer with
evidence (daleel).

Detailed answer

If the situation is as you described, then you will not be rewarded for this donation, because
you did not give it for the sake of Allaah, rather you gave it for the sake of your boss
because you were afraid of him. It was narrated that the Messenger of Allaah (peace and
blessings of Allaah be upon him) said: “Actions are but by intention and each man will have
but that which he intended.” (Narrated by al-Bukhaari in Bad’ al-Khalq and Muslim in al-
Imaarah, no. 1907).
