Detailed answer

There is nothing wrong with accepting it if
you were not hoping for it, and reciprocating in a suitable manner or making du’aa’ for him,

because the Prophet (peace and blessings of
Allaah be upon him) said: “Whoever does you a favour, then respond in kind, and if you
cannot find anything to give him, then make du’aa’ for him
(and keep doing so) until you think that you have done enough.”
